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1. Your go to meet your mentee at his house and he and his mother plead with you to drop his 10-year-old brother off at his friend’s house.  What do you do? 

2. Your mentee’s mother needs an operation and she is 25$ short on health insurance.  She asks you to help out, and she will pay you back next week. What do you do? 

3. A 15-year-old mentee tells you that her mother slapped her hard on the face.  There are no visible marks.  You know that this mentee is into has told you untruths before. What do you? 
4. A mentee continues to be late for your sessions.   She always promises that she won’t be late next time, but each time you show up she is at least 15 minutes late.  What do you say to her? What do you do, if anything? 

5. Your 15 year-old male mentee is known to have a strict disciplinarian and alcoholic father (and no mother is present in the house).  Early on in the relationship, he opened up and began telling you how mean his father is, but after a couple weeks, he shut down.   Recently, he has come to your sessions with his arm bandaged. When asked what happened, this introverted boy says nervously (and not convincingly), “Er… oh nothing—I fell down on my skateboard!”  What might you do? 
6. You and your friend are both mentors in the same mentoring program.   Your friend complains, “I’ve met with my mentee four times and I’ve advised her on how to organize her homework.  She listens to me, but she never makes any changes—and her grades are still horrible! I’m so frustrated with her!” What advice would you give to this friend? 
7. A sixteen-year-old mentee told you that he used to smoke marijuana about once a month. You have a good relationship with him, and because you are reaching him he has even started to study hard at school for the first time in his life. He now denies smoking out, but at times you can smell marijuana on him and his eyes are sometimes bloodshot. What do you say to him? What do you do, if anything?
8. You’ve been meeting with your mentee for two months, but she hasn’t opened up to you, and you know there’s a lot going on with her, as the program coordinator has told you that her family life is a wreck. What do you do?
